Massage Therapists must meet the following criteria to be in the
USA Swimming National Team Medical Pool:
* Must be a citizen of the United States of America
¢ Must be a member in good standing of the High
Performance Network.
¢ Must have a valid driver’s license.
¢ Must have a United States passport valid through
February 1, 2009.
¢ Must be a licensed or certified athletic trainer, physician,
or massage therapist.
¢ Must have previous international competition experience
as a massage therapist for USA Swimming .
¢ Must not be in any other National Team Pool or on
Officials List.
¢ Must accept invitation from USA Swimming to join
National Team Medical Pool.
+  Must submit initial and annual application/ information

verification.
e Must consent to criminal and motor vehicle background
check (fees apply).
Technical Support:

Candidates must be a member of the USA Swimming Staff. Their main
functions will be to assist athletes in pre and post race analysis, video
analysis, and lactate testing. '

National Team Special Assistant:

Candidates must have held the title of Special Assistant to the National
Team Head Coach for the previous year (September 2006- September
2007).

How will the NGB publicize/ post the Additional Official positions and/ or application
process?
The position of National Team Head Coach and General Manager, Technical
Support, and National Team Special Assistant will not be advertised, but will
be filled by USA Swimming Staff members.




Massage Therapists must be a member of the USA Swimming Medical Pool,
and meet all of the prerequisites listed in #2 above to be considered for the
position. To apply for the USA Swimming Medical Pool you must apply
online at usaswimming.org and complete USA Swimming's four day
internship. Qualified candidates will be selected from the USA Swimming
Medical Pool. The National Team Head Coach and General Manager and the
Chair of the Sports Medicine/Science Committee will recommend candidates
by July 15, 2007.

National Team Head Coach and General Manager or National Team

This person must hold this USA Swimming title and be a member of the
USA Swimming National Team Division Staff.

Massage Therapists:

The pool of candidates is the USA Swimming Medical Pool. The
candidate will be nominated by the National Team Head Coach and
General Manager in conjunction with the Chair of the Sports
Medicine/Science Committee,

Technical Support:

The pool of candidates is the USA Swimming Staff nominated by the USA
Swimming National Team Head Coach and General Manager in
conjunction with the USA Swimming National Team Performance
Science Technology Director.

National Team Head Coach Special Assistant (pool and open water):
USA Swimming Special Assistant to the National Team Head Coach in
pool swimming and open water swimming is nominated by the National
Team Head Coach and General Manager in conjunction with the USA
Swimming National Team Managing Director.
